“Among the requisites for the celebration of Mass, the
sacred vessels are held in special honor, and among these
especially the chalice (cup which holds the Precious Blood of the
Lord) and paten (dish that holds the Holy Eucharist), in which the
bread and wine are offered and consecrated and from which
they are consumed.” (GIRM 327)

“As regards (Communion) chalices and other vessels that
are intended to serve as receptacles for the Blood of the Lord,
they are to have a bowl of material that does not absorb liquids.
For the Consecration of hosts, a large paten may fittingly be
used, on which is placed the bread both for the Priest, Deacon
and also for the other ministers and for the faithful. (GIRM 330-
31)

A ciborium (ciboria plural) is a covered container which can
also be used to distribute the Sacred Host to the faithful and
store them in the tabernacle as needed.

“Sacred vessels should be made from precious metal. If they
are made from metal that rusts or from a metal less precious
than gold, they should generally be gilded on the inside. In the
Dioceses of the USA, sacred vessels may also be made from other
solid materials which in the common estimation in each region
are considered precious or noble.” (GIRM 328)
