) 9 . Most Sacred Heart of Jesus

The last of the special solemnities after the Easter
season is the Feast of the Sacred Heart. It takes place on
the Friday following the second Sunday after Pentecost or
in the USA the Friday after Corpus Christi. It celebrates not
a single event in Our Lord’s life but an aspect of divine life:
God’s love for his creation as manifested in Jesus. First
celebrated in France toward the end of the 1700s, it was
observed by the universal Church in 1856.

Devotion to the Sacred Heart grew in popularity
following the revelations of the French Visitation Sister St.
Margaret Mary Alacoque, who wrote of her several visions
she had of Jesus from 1673 to 1675. From her writings we
have the devotional custom of attending Mass on the First
Friday of each month and spending time in prayer before
Our Lord present in the Holy Eucharist.

Perhaps you could make time to attend Mass this year
on the Feast of the Sacred Heart or stop in church to
spend some time that day with Jesus in the Blessed
Sacrament.
