Praying “always” may seem like an impossible task. Is it really
possible to do so? Does God even expect this of us? It most

¢ J praying always is a must. It simply means that we have
developed such a habit of closeness to God that our hearts are
always with Him. We are always attentive to His presence and
are always in communion with His grace. If we form this
interior love for God, we will be praying always
(See Diary #346).

Think about your day. What occupies your mind and heart most of the time? Do you
spend excessive time daydreaming about things that have nothing to do with our Lord
and the plan He has for you? Work at establishing a habit of prayer. Pray deeply and
wholeheartedly at various moments of the day, giving prayer your full attention. And
then, throughout the day, try to let those moments of prayer sustain you and remain with
you, carrying you on throughout all that you do.

Lord, help me to know how to pray. Instill within me a deep habit of prayer. Help me
to regularly take moments, each day, when all I do is focus on You, seeking You
out. And help me to bring those moments into everything I do so that my mind and

heart may always be in communion with You. My Lord, I love You, help me to love You
more. Jesus, I trust in You.

Religious Education

St. Mel’s Office of Faith Formation oversees the St. Mel School of Religion Program which provides
Religious Instruction to children in grades 1 through 8 who attend public schools.

Through our Religious Education program, we seek to increase children’s awareness of the presence
of God in their daily lives through Scripture, prayer and an age-appropriate curriculum. The program
also prepares the children to complete their initiation into the Catholic Church through the Sacraments
of Penance/First Communion and Confirmation.

Classes are held on Wednesdays from 3:30 pm to 5:00 pm for Grades 1-5 and from 6:30 pm to 8:00
pm for Grades 6-8.

If you haven’t already, new and returning students should register for the 2024-2025 school year as
soon as possible by completing the on-line registration form at:
https://stmels-queens.org/religious-education. The tuition fee for the 2024-2025 school year is $150
for one child, $200 for two children and $225 for three or more children. Tuition can be paid through
one of the following three options:

o By Check - Please make all checks payable to St. Mel Religious Education. You can mail the
check to the St. Mel Rectory clearly marked to the attention of the Office of Faith Formation with
your child’s full name noted on the check or cover note accompanying your payment.

o Zelle - To make payment via Zelle send to faith@stmels-queens.org Please include a note
indicating your child’s full name.

o Cash - Payments in cash can be dropped off at the St. Mel Rectory in an envelope clearly marked
to the attention of the Office of Faith Formation with your child’s full name noted on the envelope.

The first two ministries we’ll explore are those that serve
nearest the altar. Once selected by the pastor or parish staff
and properly prepared, men and women (or, as often is the
case of servers, boys and girls) receive a blessing to begin
their ministry.

Acolytes (a name that comes from the Greek word for
“follower”), more commonly called altar servers, are baptized
individuals who serve and assist the bishop, priest, and
deacon at the altar. While these are often children, adults
may also carry out this ministry. After a long period when
only boys could serve Mass, girls joined them in 1994 with
Vatican permission.

Extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion are those
who assist the ordained ministers in distributing the Sacred
Host and Precious Blood to the faithful at Mass when needed.
They also bring Holy Communion outside of Mass to those
who are homebound, hospitalized, in senior care residences,
rehabilitation facilities, or incarcerated. This latter ministry
demonstrates the union of the Church with and brings
consolation to those unable to join parish worship.
